Premier Division

PREMIER Division leaders Hornchurch, who
had won five of their six away games, travelled
to fifth-placed Lewes, the only side in the
division with a 100 per cent home record, on
Saturday.

And it was Urchins who came away with a
comprehensive 4-0 victory to maintain their
place at the head of affairs.
