IT WAS a Saturday for the pursuers in the 
scrap for the Ryman Premier play-off places. 
None of the top six managed a win but the 
next three clubs in the table, Bury, Hendon 
and Margate, all came out on top. 

Margate produced the result of the day, 
whipping fourth-placed Lewes 5-1 in Kent. 
Although they are only eighth, they have 
games in hand on most of the sides above 
them and on current form look to be favourites 
for a play-off berth.
