WEALDSTONE were beaten 3-1 in the first leg of 
their semi-final at Newport on Saturday and face 
an uphill struggle when the action resumes at 
Grosvenor Vale this coming weekend. 

Stones made a positive start but were dealt a 
major blow when the home side took the lead in 
the sixth minute.

Both sides were now creating chances, and it 
was Newport who converted one to put 
themselves in a strong position for the return 
match. 

It came with 12 minutes left as David Pipe 
sprinted down the right unchallenged and 
crossed for Darryl Knights to shoot home. 

All is not yet lost for Stones but they will need a 
stirring performance this Saturday if they are to 
reach Wembley. 

The match is all-ticket: they will be on sale at the 
home Ryman Premier game against Horsham 
tonight (Monday).

A PAIR of second-half goals from Chris 
Henderson fired Lowestoft right back into the title 
race on Saturday. 

The Trawlerboys’ poor away form in 2012 had 
left them struggling to stay with the top two, but 
their 2-0 victory at Met Police was coupled with 
dropped points for the sides above them. 

Staforde Palmer hit a post for the Met during a 
lively but scoreless first half and it was the 65

minute before Henderson broke the deadlock, 
using his chest to divert Lubo Guentchev’s cross 
into the net.
